This memorandum of understanding is made on the second of March, the year of two
thousand and twelve.

between

Naresuan University: An institution of higher learning (hereinafter referred to as “NU")
established and incorporated in Thailand and having its address at Phitsanulok 65000
Thailand on the one part,

and

Universitas Hindu Indonesia: An institution of higher learning (henceforth to be referred to
as UNHI) recognized as a private University in Indonesia, and having its address-at Jl.
Sangalangit Tembau, Penatih, Denpasar Timur, Indonesia on the other part:

NU and UNHI shall hereinafter be referred to singularly as ‘party’ and jointly as ‘the parties.’
Whereas

A. NU is an established university which strives to achieve research recognition, enhance
its student production process, strengthen alumni networking, and become a university
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operating with good governance. NU- has set up various effective partnerships with

other institutes to enhance research collaboration.

B. UNHI is an institution which develops common research projects and enhances
* teaching, educational and research cooperation for the students, faculty, and staff.

C. The parties are desirous of entering into a Memorandum of Understanding on
education, research, academia, and student and staff exchange programs.

D. ‘The parties shall at all times work for the common benefit of the parties to use their
best endeavor to ensure the success of this Memorandum of Understanding
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The Parties Hereby Agree As Follows:

The parties, subject to the terms of this Memorandum of Understanding and the applicable
laws, rules, regulations, and national policies from time to time in their respective countries,
agree to strengthen, promote, and develop cooperation in the fields of education and

research in socio-cultural studies as deemed beneficial by both parties on the basis of
equality and mutual benefit.

Article 1
Purpose and Activities

Both parties to this Memorandum of Understanding agree:

a) to establish programs that will enable interested and qualified students and
university personnel to pursue either short-term or extended programs of study in
each other’s institution and to conduct collaborative research from time to time;

b) to explore and pursue potential areas of academic cooperation between the parties,
including but not restricted to, lectures and addresses by visiting shareholders,
fellows, scholars and faculty staff;

c) toinculcate faculty and students’ awareness of teaching and research programmes,
research institutes, and educational resources of each other’s institution; and

d) toidentify other areas of possible interest and collaboration.

Article 2
Funding of Activities

To undertake the above activities, each party shall bear its own costs and expenses. In
relation to this, NU and UNHI may utilize resources available in their respective institutions,
such as student exchange schemes, staff exchange programs, conferences and research, and
visiting scholar programs and/or acquire financial assistance from donor agencies.

Article 3
Specific Areas of Cooperation

Any specific areas of cooperation arising out of this Memorandum of Understanding will be

arranged by the parties with the related faculty/department and will be determined in a
separate agreement.

Any differences or disputes between the parties arising out of the interpretation,
implementation, or application of -any of the provisions of this Memorandum of
Understanding shall be settled amicably through consultations or negotiation hetween the
parties without reference to any third party or international tribunal.
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Article 7
Duration

This Memorandum of Understanding will remain in force for a period of five (5) years with
effect from the date of signing. All undertakings given herein shall be valid for a period of
five (5) years, subject to review and modifications as mutually agreed upon.

Article 8
Termination

Either party hereto shall be entitled to terminate this Memorandum of Understanding at
any time by giving the other party notice in writing not less than three (3) months prior to
termination. Termination shall be without penalty.
